Plan of main points: Your plan can be in any format you like (a mind map, bullet points, diagram, colour coded notes) but you must find at least 4 main points that you will discuss in your essay. All points you make should be connected to your thesis statement. In your plan, you should give each point a heading – perhaps a keyword or idea (example:. Narrative voice, Character x, Relationship between x and y).
